SUBJECT:  Deadline for Public Financial Disclosure Reports of Candidates for President and
Vice President

Unless a person became a candidate after April 16, 2016, the public financial disclosure
report (OGE Form 278e) for a candidate for President or Vice President must be filed with the
U.S. Federal Election Commission (FEC) no later than May 16, 2016. A person who became a
candidate after April 16, 2016, must file the report within 30 days of becoming a candidate. The
FEC may grant extensions of the deadline pursuant to 5 C.F.R. § 2634.201(f).
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
